According to BizX CEO
Bagga, “trade accounts for a
quarter of the world’s volume
of business every year and is
growing as an industry at a rate of 15 per-
cent per year.” He knows this well, hav-
ing founded a $50 million, 6,000-member
bartering firm at age twenty-two. He ran
Bartering Business Exchange, Inc. in
Toronto, Canada before selling it and
moving to Seattle in 1999. And now BizX
has over 700 members from Fortune 500s
to local Belltown companies.

“BizXchange is a huge factor in our
continual growth,” says Euphorico Salon
owner Rico McPherson. “The networking
aspect of it is great. There’s a certain en-
trepreneurial, youthful spirit among the
members. It’s contagious. The members
have a great bit of integrity and concern
for helping each other’s small business-
es grow, and it’s in the best interest of
BizX staff to facilitate the bartering, as
they are commision-
based.” Rico recently
made a trade for ad
space with the Mes-
senger through BizX.

Peter Klauser of
Bullseye Graphics
(www.bullseyegraph-
ics.com) makes exten-
sive use of the BizX
service. “We’ve en-
joyed it and have benefitted from numer-
ous transactions,” says Klauser. “We had
a seven-year anniversary party and did
it almost entirely with BizXchange: the
